I know it’s just… How can anyone think that going out there with those things is a good idea.
Penny

Everyone’s desperate.  For god’s sake we’ve been living in the same building with the same people for three months.  It’s like being in prison.

tom
It’s better than being dead.

penny

Is it?

tom
What?

Penny

I mean, it’s like torture, just sitting here, waiting, wondering, sitting up at night thinking, “oh my god, what if one of those things gets in while I’m asleep.  All the phantom sounds… 

tom
But we’ve got the gates, the shatterproof glass door, the fortifications we made.  Layers upon layers of security keeping those things out.

It’s true.  He’s always been like this, he abandons the team as soon as things aren’t going his way.

FRan

What is wrong with you?
MICHAEL

I was up on the roof this morning.

Fran

Ok?

MICHAEL

I saw a chopper this morning.

Fran

Wait, did you flag them down?  Did you see them?  If we’re getting rescued-

MICHAEL

Stop.  They’re not here to rescue us.

Fran

How do you-

MICHAEL

The chopper had a Parasol conglomerate logo on it.  I watched it, and it dropped a bomb on the city.

MICHAEL

I can only assume they’re coming for us next.

During this song Bob makes his way home, along the way he kills people and eats their brains whenever there is a break in the music.  He is slowly joined by an increasingly large crowd of zombies.  The zombies have some backup vocals on the choruses.





During this song, the lights come up on each person as Fran tells them about the copter right before their solo


At the end of the song each person should be in a tight spot isolated from the rest of the cast members.
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
